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Scientists have long known that sleep plays
an important role in learning and memory.
Recent studies show that getting enough
sleep is just as important as studying itself.
During sleep, our brain goes through several
stages. In the deepest stage, called "slow-
wave sleep," the brain replays information
we learned during the day. This process
helps move information from short-term
memory to long-term memory. Without
enough sleep, this process cannot work
properly.
A study at Harvard University found that
students who slept at least seven hours
before an exam scored significantly higher
than those who stayed up all night studying.
The researchers concluded that sleep
deprivation can reduce memory
performance by up to 40 percent.
However, not all sleep is equal. The quality
of sleep matters just as much as the
quantity. Experts recommend maintaining a
consistent sleep schedule and avoiding
electronic devices before bedtime.

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Coral reefs are among the most diverse
ecosystems on Earth, often called "the
rainforests of the sea." Although they cover
less than one percent of the ocean floor,
they are home to approximately 25 percent
of all marine species. The health of coral
reefs is critical not only for marine life but
also for millions of people who depend on
them for food, income, and coastal
protection.

Corals themselves are tiny animals called
polyps that live in large colonies. Each polyp
has a symbiotic relationship with
microscopic algae called zooxanthellae,
which live inside the coral's tissue. These
algae produce food through photosynthesis
and give corals their vibrant colors. In return,
the coral provides the algae with a protected
environment and the compounds they need
for photosynthesis.

When ocean temperatures rise even slightly
—just one or two degrees Celsius above the
normal summer maximum—corals become
stressed and expel their zooxanthellae. This
process, known as "coral bleaching," leaves
the coral white and vulnerable. If
temperatures remain high, the coral will
eventually die.

Climate change is the primary threat to coral
reefs worldwide. Rising ocean temperatures,
combined with ocean acidification caused by
increasing carbon dioxide levels, make it
difficult for corals to build their calcium
carbonate skeletons. Scientists estimate that
if current trends continue, up to 90 percent
of the world's coral reefs could disappear by
2050.

Conservation efforts are underway around
the world. Marine protected areas, coral
nurseries, and restrictions on overfishing are
helping some reefs recover. Scientists are
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also researching heat-resistant coral species
that might survive in warmer oceans.
However, experts agree that the most
effective solution is to address the root
cause: reducing global greenhouse gas
emissions.
